OVERCOMING THE SIN OF PRAYERLESSNESS 
 
We often pray to God, but at the end of our prayers we insist 
in our own secular (worldly) ways, ignoring God and what He 
says in His Word. We may say that we walk with the Lord, but 
are they mere rhetoric and empty words? Why are we so 
busy in following the world with their corporate business 
plans and make God a limited Being and not what He has 
commanded us the mortal beings to do in our lives. Are we 
ignoring God’s best for our lives? It is always a choice in our 
belief, either we allow God to bring us to the highest level 
and favour that He desires for us, or reject  and limit Him, so 
that we carry on with what we do and live by our worldly 
instincts. The abundance of an affluent life that lacks nothing 
can lead to a prayerless life.   
When we study the Old Testament, we see Israel was 
originally governed solely by God, and God spoke to His 
people through the prophets. 1 and 2 Samuel give a glimpse 
of the Sovereign Lord’s dealings with His people. God was the 
ultimate judge and deliverer and not the prophets. 
Sadly there came a time when Israel did not want to be ruled 
by God. Are we experiencing a time such as then, when our 
lives are controlled by modernism and secular systems? 
Israelites preferred a king whom they can see, as opposed to 
an unseen sovereign Lord. God honoured the demand by His 
people for a king and anointed Saul as king of Israel. 
Sometimes God honours our requests because we are His 
people. Later we come to the knowledge that our requests 
were not what God intended for our lives. The Israelites 
learnt their mistake in asking for a king. 1 Samuel 8: 1-22.  
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There is a great deal of insight in 1 Samuel 12. “As for me far 
be it from me that I should sin against the Lord by failing to 
pray for you. And I will teach you the way that is good and 
right” 1 Samuel 12: 23. Verse 24 “But be sure to fear the 
Lord and serve Him faithfully with all your heart; consider 
what great things He has done for you. Verse 25 “Yet if you 
persist in doing evil, both you and your king will be swept 
away”. I believe prayerlessness is a sin that needs to be 
overcome by devoting a time to have an appointment with 
the Lord in our busy lives. God is the Creator of everything. 
John 1: 1 - 5; John 12: 23. God invites us to come and 
fellowship with Him, talk to Him like we have intimacy with 
our dearest and nearest. Do we have such prolonged 
intimacy, like the union between a man and a woman? Very 
often we say we do not have time to pray, but we make time 
to do everything else. Again it is a choice to spend time with 
the Lord or become prayerless. Prayer is an exercise of the 
spirit. So we get tired and feel sleepy, like when the Lord 
asked the disciples to watch and pray, instead preferred to 
sleep. So it is a battle between our spirit and the flesh , where 
a war is going on all the time. Our flesh rebels against the 
spiritual exercise of prayer. The work of the Lord is hindered 
by prayerlessness. All that we do through our faith in Christ 
Jesus, must be accomplished through prayer, and our 
agreeing together in prayer. Whether we agree or not, we do 
not pray because of our unbelief, and limiting God’s work in 
our lives. Christians are God’s disciples appointed to bear 
fruit, fruit that will last. There is power in prayer and a 
stronger prayer life will bear much fruit that pleases the Lord.
